TAKEAWAYS
Environment– Keep your collection in a place you are comfortable year-round. Avoid areas that have drastic fluctuations in temperature or humidity. 
Enclosures – use high quality materials. Terms to look for: Photographic Activity Test (PAT), lignin free, alpha cellulose, all rag, PVC free. The more layers the better.
Handling – clean hands, avoid touching front of photo, use gloves if necessary
